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INSPIRING WORDS FROM PASTOR MIKE

“You s hal Ithe name of the sSQRP gour God, for the LORD will not hold a
guil tl ess who Exodus2etZN&s hi s name”

Most of us are not used to the New International Version of this passage—we grew up with
“thou shall not take the name of the LORD, thy God, in vain.” For as long as | can remember,
I’'ve been told that this is the verse (commandment) that says it is wrong to cuss. But | ran
across a commentary that suggested the “real” meaning of speaking the name of God “in vain”
is to speak God’s name casually or trivially—perhaps in a haphazard way and with emptiness.

The Hebrew people were led to conclude that God’s name should not even be spoken at all! So
where we read “Yahweh” (YHWH), the Hebrew people would not pronounce God’s name! In
the Old Testament (which remember is written in Hebrew NOT English) one would only see
YHWH. People would leave it up to educated people to fill in the vowels—which would require
breath and spirit. In fact some scholars believe that these four consonants are the “very few
that do not allow you to close one’s mouth around them; in fact they are very likely a brilliant
attempt to replicate human breathing—‘YH’ on the captured in-breath, and ‘WH’ on the
offered out-breath!”(Richard Rohr, Things Hidderp. 131). Wow!

In our day of atrocious language, finger-pointing, blaming and hate-filled words, God reminds
us that his name is not trivial nor is it casual. We have arrogantly assumed that we understand
all things about God. Maybe we in the church ought to take up the practice of NOT saying
God’s name (YHWH) and referring to him (as our Jewish Brothers and Sisters do) as Elohim or
El Shaddai. Maybe we need to revere God and stop using his name as a magic penny or 4-leaf
clover.
